Objective  

1. Persuade All NCCs, to have mandatory provision in by-laws for at least 20 percent women in NCCs’ leadership positions.

2. Identify list of five top problems NRN women are facing around the world.

3. Work with NCCs to create a dedicated committee to address domestic violence related issues in NCCs’ by-laws.

4. Work with Nepal Government and Women’s Welfare Ministry departments of Nepal to facilitate one project in Nepal which champions the cause for women’s empowerment including, but not limited to, domestic violence and educational assistance.
5. The committee will liaison with the constitutional draft committee to
enshrine a provision in the constitution: guaranteeing equal rights of
inheritance for women.
