Rationale of Smart Rest Room 
Toilets facility is a basic necessity but often taken for 
granted by those who have regular access. Article 30 
of the Constitution of Nepal 2072 provides the right to 
every citizen to live in a clean and healthy environment 
while Article 35 provides for the right of every citizen to 
have access to clean drinking water and sanitation. In 
2015, the United National General Assembly declared 
sanitation a universal human right. This means 
that everyone, everywhere, has the right to a toilet. 

Currently, 2.5 billion people globally don’t have access 
to improved sanitation facilities – meaning more people 
have access to mobile phones than to toilets.  Often, 
we see public toilets as a matter of public health and 
hygiene concern only but the unavailability of the public 
toilet can hinder the overall development process as 
it is also a part of public service delivery, basic human 
rights, a matter of mobility and inclusiveness, factor 
for attracting tourist and a base for a sustainable city.

Many countries in the world now have started doing 
revolutionary practices in different fields to give people 
more facilities and make the cities livable. Public 
toilets are not only an important part of a livable city 
but also the right of every citizen. But even today, the 
citizens are deprived of such rights provided by the 
constitution, and the unavailability of public toilets in 
cities can be taken as an example. The health of public 
residing in the cities are at higher risk. Nepalese cities 
lack public rest room which is restricting the mobility 
of children, women and elderly people as well as it is 
inviting more health problems due to open defecation. 

Weak sanitation has significant health costs 
so investing in toilets are the measures to 
address the economic deprivation as well. 
Improving access to sanitation is a critical 
step towards reducing diseases. It also 
helps create physical environments that 
enhance safety, dignity and self-esteem.
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About Project:

Features of Smart Rest Room:

Public Rest Room are facilities which are provided for the floating population/general public in 
places such as markets, bus stations, tourist areas or other public areas where there are considerable 
number of human movements. In the tourism industry, the availability of quality public toilet matters 
a lot. The well designed, accessible, and clean toilet can be proven as a revenue booster of any tourism 
destination. Pokhara being a tourism hotspot of Nepal needs more public toilets than it has now. The 
journey of Pokhara Metropolitan City towards a smart city cannot be completed without building 
smart and accessible public toilets in the main tourism/crowded area. Though Pokhara is naturally 
beautiful, the unavailability of public toilets in the city can play a negative role in attracting tourists. 

Unavailability of a public toilet in tourism 
destinations like Pokhara may lead to creating 
a negative image on the eye of both domestic 
and international tourists which affects the 
tourism industry as a whole. Proper public 
toilet facility can raise the standard of tourism 
destination as it is counted as a basic facility 
for tourists. Tourists who visit Pokhara often 
complain about the unavailability of public 
toilets. In view of this, NRNA in coordination 
with Pokhara Metropolitan City has entered in 
a partnership approach to build a smart rest 
room and fast-food project at the central of 
Pokhara called Mahendrapool. Total estimated 
budget for the project is about NPR 1 crore in 
which NRNA will contribute 60% of the cost.

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Introduction

One Province, One Mobile Blood Bus Project

   “One Province, One Mobile Blood Bus Project” is a quality enhancement Project of 
NRNA for Blood Banks of all seven provinces. Each Province has a medical hub, which 
is facing a lot of challenges for providing quality blood service time again. The harsh                                                                                       
climatic condition of each place adds challenges in blood collection during summer, winter 
and rainy seasons. This project will eliminate climatic barrier for blood donation as it will have 
Air Condition and closed space.  The project’s cost is estimated about NRs. Seventy Lakhs 
for each Mobile Blood Bus. It is one of the flagship project led by NRNA’s President Rabina 
Thapa and IES 2021-23.  This initiation is being supported by the Nepalese diaspora all over 
the world. Blood Banks have prepared the operational plan to operate these Mobile Blood 
Banks in each province. This project is being conducted jointly by Non-Resident Nepali 
Association and Blood Banks of Nepal. Institutional collaboration for the good cause like 
this can give some solutions for effective, efficient and safer blood management of Nepal.

Objectives

• To help in Blood collection and supply in Blood Transfusion Service Center
• To assure the quality and safety of patients
• To increase the number of Blood Donors
• To promote use of technology in Blood Transfusion System in Nepal
• To provide the blood to emergency cases from the collection site 

          Under this project, the first Mobile Blood Bus was handed over to Nepal Red Cross Society 
Bharatpur Regional Blood Transfusion Service, Chitwan, Bagamati Province in collaboration 
with Bharatpur Metropolitan on 5th December 2020. This project was handed over during the 
Covid-19 Pandemic  which supported fulfilling the blood demand in the crisis too. It helps to 
collect more than 1000 pints of Blood per month in Bagamti Province and serves more than 
3,000 patients. 

          Paving the road of continuation of the project, the second Mobile Blood Bus was handed 
over to Nepal Red Cross Society Dhangadhi Provincial Blood Transfusion Service, Kailai,               
Sudurpaschim Province in collaboration with Dhangadhi Sub-Metropolitan on 17th Jan 2022. 
This project was handed over during the third wave of Covid-19. It helps to collect more than 
500 pints of Blood per month in Dhangadhi to serve more than 1500 patients. 

Hence, the impact of  these  successful  projects  encouraged us to  support  the  other                     
provinces  too.
